The latest addition to the Cliffe House play area improvements is a fantastic sculpture that was commissioned from Mick Kirby-Geddis. The sculpture is themed around the pond habitat and is made from recycled metal.
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Here you can see some of the first children to see the sculpture from Lydgate School, New Mill. Can you spot frogs, pond skater, mole and bulrushes. 
Water can be poured into the mouths of the frogs and trickles through pipes into a container at the bottom.
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Building work
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The building work has started at Cliffe House and one or two hidden features have appeared in the Coach House.

While the present stage of the building work is going on we are using the old billiards room in the house as a temporary classroom. The upstairs classroom in the Coach House is still in use but the downstairs areas are under renovation. When the downstairs is finished we will move into the downstairs classrooms while the builders move upstairs to tackle the top classroom.
