River Study
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If your group decides to undertake a river study then you may be studying the erosion features of a stream such as meanders, small waterfalls, river cliffs, undercutting and deposition banks.
You will walk up the stream, wearing wellies, taking photographs and making sketches as we go.
Some groups like to study the growth of a river and will take measurements from close to the source, where the river starts and then at various points down stream.

If your school opts for this activity you will measure the depth, speed and width of the stream and then calculate how much water is flowing at each point along the river using a spreadsheet.
