Study of Cliffe House
Cliffe House was built in 1888/9 towards the end of the Victorian period. The owners were an extremely wealthy family that owned a local brewery. Inside the house are many original features that give us clues to the lives of both the family and the servants that looked after them. You may look at the house from the view of a guest of the family or perhaps as a new servant.
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This magnificent entrance would have been the first thing that visitors saw as they came in the house.
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Ornately tiled floors beneath their feet and painted highland scenes on the walls added to the splendour.
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Once into the splendid hall the main stairs with its wonderful stained glass window would come into view.
How does this stairway compare with the back stairs? Who would have used the back stairs?
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These are the back stairs leading up from the cellar. To the right you will find the Laundry.                                   
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Try to find this strange structure. Can you discover what it was used for?
Also look for this device coming out of the wall. Any ideas what it was?
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There are many interesting and ornate features in the house and clues to changes that have occurred. Try to work out what these features were for or tell us about the past.
